Practice golf balls are inexpensive and work well as alternatives to ping pong balls.  With 
permanent marker, write on each ball so you have as many balls as kids in your class.  
Put the balls in a plastic painters bucket-again cheap! 
 
Draw a blank for each letter of our slogan on the board. 
It’s a good idea to have the slogan in your hand so you can see how many of each letter.  
Give each student a number – it’s their responsibility to remember the number and to pay 
attention!
