Attached are two forms that should be cut intosstgr the children to use to vote for people they
respect. The'Bgraders use the form with space for three votéw 3% graders use the form

with space for only one vote. Tabulate the votes group them as necessary, i.e., Mom, Dad,
parents, brothers, sisters, et cetera, all arepgabtogether as family.

Show the children the results of the vote on ttredlkdioard, flip chart, or poster board. In my
experiences with this, the three top choices &amily, teachers, and friends. As them why they
respect each of these and conclude that in gelésdlecause they are kind to them and give
with little expected in return. You can, also, @dke children explain why they respect others
on the list.

Discuss the difference between respecting peoplaéhangs, such as weather, big dogs, deep
water, et cetera. Most of the latter involvingemke of fear and things we cannot control.
Emphasize that it is great that they listed frieagpeople whom they respect, suggesting that
usually respect is based on having similar staredaFar example, none of the children would
respect a terrible criminal but that criminal prblyarespects another terrible criminal. They
have similar low standards.

However, we have high standards and respect othdrdigh standards. Everyone sets his or
her own standards. Link this to self respect, wighipping below our own standards may cause
us to lose self respect, but adhering to or exogeoliir own standards increases self respect.

Whether “me” is on the list or not, close the sasdy recognizing that they should all consider
themselves someone they respect. Respect is gneevshow how we think about others and
respecting oneself is one way we show how we thlydut ourselves. “I like me” and “I respect
me” are things we should say and believe.

The first example is about meeting and greetingski for a volunteer to come up and introduce
him/herself to me. | remain seated, slumped imarcdon’t look at them, either give them a
“high five” or weak hand shake, and just say “Heyien he/she introduced him/herself. Then |
ask the class what | did that was wrong. Haviracticed proper handshaking etiquette, all of
the errors are quickly identified.

Next, | demonstrate poor listening skills. | aek & volunteer who like poetry to read a poem to
me. | selected one of Mattie Stepanek’s poems fimnbookHeartsongs Mattie is an 11-year-
old living in Upper Marlboro, Maryland who has aease that has permanently confined him to
a wheelchair and use of a ventilator. He has alsinupbeat view of life.

While the volunteer is reading the poem, | lookuswe the room and out of the window, seldom
make eye contact with the reader, interrupt thel@gakeep shifting in my seat, wave to and
smile at some of the other children, look at myalatand occasionally sigh with impatience.
When the volunteer is finished reading the storpoem, | ask the class to describe all of the
respectful listening errors.

Because | used Mattie’s poem, | held up his boak asked if anyone knew about him. We
talked briefly about his life — noting that he isrt@ainly worthy of respect. Next, we talk about
showing respect through our manners. | briefly tioenthat we should hold doors open for
others, say “excuse me,” use proper grammar (askxample of poor grammar, like “ain’t”),
and use proper etiguette when eating — don’t talk mouth full, don’t smack lips, use napkins
to wipe mouth. Using good manners earns respeot, ppanners can lose you respect.

| conclude this presentation by saying that sedpeet is very important. Respect others and
they will respect you and then you will feel good/alk and sit tall. Like yourself. Be proud of
yourself and your achievements. Forgive yourselyau make mistakes. Don’t be overly
critical of yourself. Laugh at yourself.

Ed Young representeadimisept through collage art, a pair
of hands holding a heart with the number 20 abbedips of the hands. | made the hearts prior
to my session. | provided paper in multicultutades for the children to trace both their hands
and then cut out. This was also a great projetgaching collaboration and respect for each
other’s abilities as it is difficult for most pe@plo trace their dominant hand with the less
dominant hand. Thus, teamwork was needed in cdamglthe individual projects. When
finished cutting, the children then paste theirrhegthin their hands. It is up to the children
how they would like the placement of their hantl¢ithin the heart, the children write how they
will show their respect to someone important torti{gounger children can draw, thus
symbolizing their respect). The children can tham the “Respect Valentine” to that person.

(This gesture alone,-
shaking hands with a ‘cop,’ really impresses thelsnts!)

The Deputy can give some background informatioruabhonself, i.e., where he/she grew up,
what schools he/she attended, his/her job (commpoiicing, detective, etc.), why he/she
became a police officer.

The Deputy can engage the students by asking satlaljuestions which might lighten up the
conversation. For example: ask how many of thdesits like police officers and why; ask how
many don't like police officers and why; and aslaify are afraid of police officers and why.
The Deputy might inject a funny story about soméoneaction to an encounter with the police.

The Deputy should explain that it is important&irpeople, youth and adults alike, to feel
comfortable approaching a police office to ask asgjon, to ask for help, or just to smile and say
Hello. After all, police officers are people-thase our neighbors, fathers and mothers, relatives
and friends. Their job is to help other people dmually, they are called on because of a
problem-a crime, an accident, an argument.

The Deputy might give some observations about yqeuple and the difficulties some have as
they move through middle and high school. Thig good opportunity to mention respect for the
property of others, including schools and countkpaciting such problems as graffiti, arson,
vandalism, etc. The Deputy could ask the studehtther they think this or that is legal, or if
they know what to do if they see something thegkhs wrong. Many worry about getting
involved because of personal danger or intimidaifiimey ‘tell on someone.’

Topic: Rumors

Pillar: Trustworthiness, Respect, Responsibility

Presentation Idea: Play the Whisper Game. It can be a real lesson
in rumors. Have a couple of pieces of paper ready with a note on it
that the coach prepared. Ask one student to silently read your note.
NOTE EXAMPLES:

“The black cat had a nice dinner on Tuesday.”

“We sometimes feed the dog late at night. Yesterday we

forgot.”

“I cleaned my room yesterday and now | cannot find anything.”

“l did my homework as soon as | got home from school and we

played games later that night.”

“We are going to Cleveland to see the Orioles play the Indians

in August this summer.”
Ask the student to whisper the message to the next student. Have
each student whisper the message to their neighbor in the classroom.
The last person to receive the message stands and says it out loud.
After the laughing subsides, have the coach read the true message
and compare the “rumors”. The end results are often very funny.
